WHAT DID JESUS’ DEATH ACCOMPLISH ON
THE CROSS?

How did God prepare His people for Jesus’ death?
e Hebrews 2:17 - For this reason he [Jesus] had to be made like his brothers in every
way, in order that he might become a merciful and faithful high priest in service to
God, and that he might make atonement for the sins of the people.

Did Jesus promise Good Friday and Easter Sunday?
e Matthew 16:21 - From that time Jesus began to show his disciples that he must go to
Jerusalem and suffer many things from the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be

killed, and on the third day be raised.

How was Jesus killed?

eIsaiah 53:3-4, 52:13-15 - He was despised and rejected by men, a man of sorrows,
and familiar with suffering. Like one from whom men hide their faces he was despised,
and we esteemed him not. Surely he took up our infirmities and carried our sorrows,
yet we considered him stricken by God, smitten by him, and afflicted... Behold, my
servant shall act wisely; he shall be high and lifted up, and shall be exalted. As many
were astonished at you—his appearance was so marred, beyond human semblance,
and his form beyond that of the children of mankind-so shall he sprinkle many nations.

What were Jesus’ 7 last words from the cross?

Luke 23:34 - “Father, forgive them, for they do not know what they are doing.”
Luke 23:43 - “I tell you the truth, today you will be with me in paradise.”

John 19:26-27 - “Dear woman, here is your son...Here is your mother.”

John 19:28 - “I am thirsty.”

Matthew 27:46 - “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me2”

John 19:30 - “It is finished.”

Luke 23:46 - “Father, into your hands | commit my spirit.”

How is the cross Good News for Good Friday?
e Isaiah 53:5 - “He was wounded for our transgressions; he was crushed for our
iniquities...”
e Romans 4:25 - “[He] was delivered up for our trespasses...”
e Romans 5:8 - “Christ died for us.”
e 1 Corinthians 15:3 - “Christ died for our sins...”
o 1 Peter 3:18 - “Christ...suffered once for sins, the righteous for the unrighteous...

”

What 9 things did Jesus accomplish for us on the cross?
1. Jesus defeated death and the demonic so you could live free
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* Colossians 2:13-15 - When you were dead in your sins and in the uncircumcision
of your sinful nature God made you alive with Christ. He forgave us all our sins,
having canceled the written code, with its regulations, that was against us and
that stood opposed to us; he took it away, nailing it to the cross.

. Jesus paid the ultimate price for your debt to God

e 1 Peter 1:18-19 - For you know that it was not with perishable things such as
silver or gold that you were redeemed from the empty way of life handed down
to you from your forefathers, but with the precious blood of Christ, a lamb
without blemish or defect.

. Jesus was cursed so you could be blessed

* Galatians 3:13 - Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law by becoming a
curse for us, for it is written: “Cursed is everyone who is hung on a tree.”

. Jesus became unrighteous so you could become righteous

e 2 Corinthians 5:21 - God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in
him we might become the righteousness of God.

. Jesus endured God'’s wrath so you could experience God’s grace

e Romans 5:9 - Since we have now been justified by his blood, how much more
shall we be saved from God's wrath through him [Jesus]!

. Jesus was rejected by the Father so you could be reconciled to the Father

e Romans 5:10-11 - For if, when we were God’s enemies, we were reconciled to
him through the death of his Son, how much more, having been reconciled,
shall we be saved through his life! Not only is this so, but we also rejoice in God
through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received
reconciliation.

. Jesus was shamed so that you could be unashamed

e Hebrews 12:1-2 - Let us run with endurance the race that is set before us,
looking to Jesus, the founder and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy that
was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame.

. Jesus became unclean to make you clean

e | John 1:7-9 - If we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with
one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin. If we claim
to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us. If we confess
our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all
unrighteousness.

. Jesus was hated so you could be loved

e Romans 5:8 - God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were yet
sinners, Christ died for us.

How is Jesus’ cross our hope in death?

e John 11:25-26 - Jesus said [to a woman who's brother died], “I am the resurrection
and the life. Whoever believes in me, though he die, yet shall he live, and everyone
who lives and believes in me shall never die. Do you believe this2”
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
